Griffi th Park, the nation’s largest 
municipal park, occupies over 4,200 acres, much of it in 
the San Fernando Valley comprised of nearly 350 square 
miles of prime southland real estate, the San Fernando 
Valley is home to more than 1.8 million residents. 

About 80 percent of the San Fernando Valley is actually 
part of the City of Los Angeles, but the Valley also 
includes other independent cities which are attractive 
locations for business: Burbank, Calabasas, Glendale, 
Hidden Hills, and San Fernando.
